tion for 2 years B.Ed. course from NCTE vide lettre no:-ERC/NCTE/APE00212/
B.Ed.(Revised Order)/2015/31832 Date: 22/05/2015.

The college has received recognition for openning D.EI.Ed. Course from the
academic session 2017-19 vide letter no : 238.5.7/NCTE/ERCAPP3228/D.EI.Ed./
2017/52514 Date: 25.04.2017 for conducting the said course. The College has re-
ceived affiliation from SCERT, Assam vid letter No:SCERT/Exam/D.EI.Ed./Affi./13/
2017/479 dated: 05/05/2017.

The college has started B.A. (UGCBCS) under Gauhati University from the
academic session 2020-21. The subjects offers honours in Assamese, Education,
Political Science and other subjects are Bengali, English, Hindi, Economics, Geog-
raphy, History, Philosophy, skill enhancement course along with vocational courses on
ICT, Fine Art and Music.

The college has its own building consists of adequate number of class rooms,

PROCEDURE OF ADMISSION

3.  Students can apply for admission to the college in the prescribed forms issued
by the college office on payment of Rs. 400/- (four hundred) in cash.

4 The prescribed application forms duly filled in by candidates have to be submit-
ted at the college office on or before the last date as notified in the Notice Board.

5. Students must enclose the following documents along with the admission form-

from H.S.L.C on wards, H.S.L.C. or equivalent certificate, Degree /P.G.
certificate, Registration certificate of G.U., Caste certificate, if any

i)  Migration Certificate (in case of candidates from any university other than
GU.)

i) College dues as per notification at the college Notice Board will have to be
paid at the time of admission. Fees once paid will not be refunded under
any circumstances.

N.B. : Original documents must be produced at the time of admission.

ELIGIBILITY  (B.Ed.)

A Graduate in 10+2+3 pattern of Gauhati University or of any other U.G.C. rec-
ognized university may be admitted to the B.Ed. Course as per N.C.T.E. norms. The
admission criteria is 50% of marks in aggregate for general students and 45% of
marks in aggregate for SC/ST/OBC/MOBC only.

Or

50% marks aggregate in P.G. level.
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ELIGIBILITY (D.EI.LEd.)
(a) For Lower primary batch:

i) The applicant must have passed 10+2 examination from recognised Boards/

Councils with at least 50% marks in aggregate excluding marks secured in

extra optional.For candidates belonging to SC/ ST category there will be

relaxation of 5% of marks in aggregate.

Graduation in Arts/Science/Commerce stream from a recognised University;

i) The applicant must be a citizen of India and a permanent resident of Assam;

iii) Age of the applicant must not be less than 18 years and not more than 34

years and 36 years for SC/ST categories as on 1st July, 2022. and

iv) Must have ability to write, read and converse fluently in regional language.
(b) For Upper primary batch:

i) The applicant must be a graduate in Arts/Science/Commerce stream from a

recognised University;

i) The applicant must be citizen of India and a permanent resident of Assam;

iii) Age of the applicant must not be less than 18 years and not more than 34

years and 36 years for SC/ST categories as on 1st July, 2022 and

iv) Must have ability to write, read and converse fluently in regional language.
(c) Eligibility for B.A.:

The Candidates should passed H.S. or equivalent course from AHSEC or any
other recognized board. The admission will be done on merit basis and student have
to apply for admission in prescribed application form within the date specified in the
admission notice.

ATTENDANCE

It is obligatory on the students to attend all classes regularly and punctually.
Wilful absence from the classroom lectures will be treated as serious breach of col-
lege discipline. As a rule, a student is required to attend at least 80% of the lectures

delivered in each subject .
